Assistive technology (AT) redefines what is
possible for people with a wide range of
disabilities.

AT devices are mechanical aids which
substitute for or enhance the function of some
physical or mental ability that is impaired. AT
can be anything that is used to help an
individual perform some task of daily living.

Categories of AT include:
· Aids for daily living
· Aids for the hearing impaired
· Aids for the vision impaired
· Augmentative or alternative

communication
· Computer access
· Environmental control systems
· Home and worksite modification
· Prosthetics and orthotics
· Seating and positioning
· Vehicle modifications
· Wheelchairs and other mobility aids
